NOTIFICATION 

Until the present date in the State of Karnataka, in respect of 81 Scheduled Employments, minimum wage rates 

have been separately fixed/revised by way of notifications issued under Sections 5(1)(a) and 5(1)(b) of the 

Minimum Wages Act, 1948. During the year 2022-23, in respect of a total of 34 Scheduled Employments for 

which minimum wage notifications were due for revision, notifications were issued revising the wage rates by 

5 to 10 per cent. 

Aggrieved by the said notifications, the All India Trade Union Congress (AITUC), a workers' organization, 

filed Writ Petition No. 13103/2023 along with connected matters before the Hon'ble Single Judge of the 

Karnataka High Court. By orders dated 26.09.2023, 10.10.2023 and 12.10.2023, the Hon'ble High Court set 

aside the said notifications and directed that fresh notifications be issued by carrying out a minimum wage 

computation in accordance with the methodology laid down by the Hon'ble Supreme Court in the case of M/s 

Reptakos Brett and Co. 

Aggrieved by the orders of the Hon'ble Single Judge, various employer associations filed appeals before the 

Hon'ble Division Bench of the High Court. By order dated 13.12.2024 passed in the said appeals, the Hon'ble 

Division Bench of the High Court set aside the orders of the Hon'ble Single Judge and remitted the matter for 

fresh consideration before the Hon'ble Single Judge. 

While the matter was still pending before the Hon'ble Single Judge, the State Government, in respect of 99 

employments, issued a fresh Draft Notification dated 11.04.2025 revising the minimum wage rates. In view of 

the disparities observed zone-wise and skill-wise in the wage rates across various Scheduled Employments, and 

the demand from workers of all categories for uniform minimum wages, the State Government — in place of 

the earlier separate notifications issued for individual Scheduled Industries — exercised the powers conferred 

upon it under Sections 3(1)(b) and 5(1)(b) of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central Act No. XI) and issued 

an integrated Draft Notification, providing a period of 2 months for filing of objections / suggestions. 

In furtherance of this notification, by Order dated 16.04.2025, the Hon'ble Court, while preliminarily 

considering this matter, was pleased to pass the following order: 

"The petitioners, who have asserted certain cause, want the petitions to be dismissed in the 

light of the Draft Notification which is issued. The final Notification will have to be issued by 

the State Government after due process and if there is any cause with such final Notification 

being issued either in the petitioners or the respondents, they will have to be at liberty to work 

out their remedies. This, however, cannot be a reason to continue the petitions on the board of 

this Court or make any particular observation, and hence, the petitions are disposed of." 

In compliance with the Hon'ble High Court's directions, after the due process of the State Government, the final 

notification is to be issued. As part of this due process, objections are to be received and placed before the 

Karnataka State Minimum Wages Advisory Board, and the recommendations of the said Board on the final 

notification are to be submitted to the State Government. The Hon'ble High Court has accordingly directed that 
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a single, consolidated notification be issued — comprising all the recommendations, objections, suggestions 

from workers' organizations, the State Government and employers — and the same has been received in final 

form. 

Pursuant to the directions of the Hon'ble High Court in the M/s Reptakos Brett and Co. matter, the Karnataka 

State Minimum Wages Advisory Board met to consider the minimum wage rates and held meetings on 

29.07.2025 and 28.08.2025. The recommended opinions made at the said meetings of the Advisory Board are 

placed before the Government for revision of minimum wage rates. 

In the meantime, the Central Government has notified the Code on Wages, 2019 with effect from 21.11.2025. 

The relevant extract of Section 69 of the Code on Wages, 2019 is reproduced below: 

69. (1) The Payment of Wages Act, 1936, the Minimum Wages Act, 1948, the Payment of Bonus 

Act, 1965 and the Equal Remuneration Act, 1976 are hereby repealed. 

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken under the enactments so 

repealed including any notification, nomination, appointment, order or direction made 

thereunder or any amount of wages provided in any provision of such enactments for any purpose 

shall be deemed to have been done or taken or provided for such purpose under the 

corresponding provisions of this Code and shall be in force to the extent they are not contrary to 

the provisions of this Code till they are repealed under the corresponding provisions of this Code 

or by the notification to that effect by the Central Government. 

(3) Without prejudice to the provisions of sub-section (2), the provisions of section 6 of the 

General Clauses Act, 1897 shall apply to the repeal of such enactments. 

Section 6 of the General Clauses Act, 1897 reads as follows: 

"6. Effect of repeal.— Where this Act, or any Central Act or Regulation made after the 

commencement of this Act, repeals any enactment hitherto made or hereafter to be made, then, 

unless a different intention appears, the repeal shall not— 

(a) revive anything not in force or existing at the time at which the repeal takes effect; or 

(b) affect the previous operation of any enactment so repealed or anything duly done or suffered 

thereunder; or 

(c) affect any right, privilege, obligation or liability acquired, accrued or incurred under any 

enactment so repealed; or 

(d) affect any penalty, forfeiture or punishment incurred in respect of any offence committed 

against any enactment so repealed; or 

(e) affect any investigation, legal proceeding or remedy in respect of any such right, privilege, 

obligation, liability, penalty, forfeiture or punishment as aforesaid; and any such investigation, 

legal proceeding or remedy may be instituted, continued or enforced, and any such penalty, 

forfeiture or punishment may be imposed as if the repealing Act or Regulation had not been 

passed". 

It is clear from the aforementioned provisions of law that the Government's processes — issuance of draft 

notifications, receipt of objections, deliberations before the Karnataka State Minimum Wages Advisory Board, 

etc. — were already underway, and the issuance of the final notification was pending. Considering that this 

process which commenced in the year 2022 has led to the cumulative pendency of the final notification, and 

taking into account the impact of inflation over this period, it has become necessary to provide a Variable 

Dearness Allowance for these two years. 

Accordingly, in respect of the integrated Draft Notification issued on 11.04.2025, after receiving and examining 

the suggestions and objections received from employers, factory occupiers and workers' organizations, and after 

discussing the same in the meetings of the Minimum Wages Advisory Board held on 29.07.2025 and 
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28.08.2025, and after the Government has examined and approved the recommended opinions placed before it 

from the said Board meetings, the State Government, in exercise of the powers conferred upon it under Sections 

3(1)(b) and 5(1)(b) of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central Act No. XI), has decided to revise the minimum 

wage rates without delay.

predominance of women workers, the minimum wage rates for the Scheduled Employments listed below shall 

be revised, by way of recommendations of the Committee, in terms of the provisions of Section 8(1)(a) of the 

Code on Wages, 2019. 
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1. Employment in beedi-rolling process. 

2. Employment in cashew (godambi) processing industries. 

3. Employment in handloom, powerloom and electrically operated looms [cotton] industries. 

4. Employment in loading and unloading of goods. 

5. Employment in agarbatti (incense stick) manufacturing and frankincense (Frank-incense) products 

manufacturing. 

6. Employment in agricultural and connected operations. 

7. Employment in forest and timber-depot (forestry and timbering) industries. 

8. Employment in industries manufacturing bricks, including hand-moulded (Free-Sized) bricks. 

9. Employment in silk garments (silk) industries. 

10. Employment in fishing, fish-curing, fish-peeling, prawn / shrimp processing and frog-skinning / 

preserving and frog-leg cutting industries.

In this notification, Schedule-1 refers to the Scheduled Employments already covered under the Act for which 

the minimum wage rates are being revised. Schedule-3 refers to newly added Scheduled Employments. Workers 

employed in any work of the industries listed in Schedule-1 and Schedule-3 shall be paid minimum wages as 

prescribed in Schedule-4. The minimum wage rates fixed / to be revised in Schedule-4 shall apply to all the 

work classifications listed in Schedule-5. The Government reserves the authority to add new industries to the 

Schedules and to add new posts based on skill levels. 

For the Scheduled Employments listed in Schedule-1, Schedule-2 and Schedule-3, the following conditions 

shall apply and shall be binding on employers: 

1. Variable Dearness Allowance (VDA) 

The Variable Dearness Allowance shall be calculated annually. Based on the average of the twelve (12) monthly 

Consumer Price Index (C.P.I.) points of the previous calendar year, an annual computation shall be made 

effective from 1st April each year, taking into account the average increase or decrease in the said points over 

the previous year. For every point above the index figure of 9469 of the Consumer Price Index, workers of all 

categories shall be entitled to a dearness allowance of four (4) paise per day per point. 

Method of Calculation of Dearness Allowance: 

(a) For those drawing monthly wages: 

Monthly DA = Annual increase or decrease in Consumer Price Index points (C.P.I.) × DA Rate × 30 days 
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When the wage rate has to be applied to daily-rated employees, the monthly wage rate shall be divided by 

twenty-six (26) days and a four (4) days' rest pay added. If the divided rate is fractional, it shall be rounded off 

to the nearest rupee. 

(b) For daily wage earners: 

Daily DA = Annual increase in points × DA Rate × 30 days / 26 

2. Women, men, third-gender persons and persons with disabilities engaged in the same nature and equal 

quantum of work — employers shall pay the same wage rate to all of them. 

3. For categories of workers not specifically classified in the notification, employers shall pay the same 

wages as paid to workers engaged in similar work of the equivalent classification. 

4. Workers engaged on piece-rate basis — the wages of such piece-rate workers for 8 hours of work shall 

not be less than the wages paid to time-rated workers engaged in the same type of work for 8 hours. If 

the working hours are less than 8 hours per day, wages shall be paid proportionately on the basis of the 

time-rated daily or monthly wage applicable to that category of workers. 

5. For workers paid on a daily basis where their daily wage rates have not been ascertained, the monthly 

wage rate shall be divided by 26 days. If the resulting rate is fractional, it shall be rounded off to the 

nearest rupee. 

6. Workers engaged in work on weekly off days or holidays fixed by the establishment — such workers 

shall be paid double the ordinary wages of minimum wage and prescribed allowances. 

7. Workers engaged in overtime beyond the prescribed daily working hours shall be paid twice the wages 

for such overtime period. 

8. In wage computation, fractional paise shall be rounded off to the nearest 50 paise. 

9. Wages of workers shall be paid by cheque, or directly credited to the worker's bank account.

V. The Employments mentioned in this Notification are classified into Four Categories. The 

definitions of each category are as follows: 

i) Unskilled Workers 

Unskilled Workers are workers who perform tasks on the basis of physical labour and are engaged in simple 

duties not requiring personal judgement or prior experience. Familiarity with the occupational / work 

environment and physical labour are the main elements of this category. 

ii) Semi-Skilled Workers 

Semi-Skilled Workers are workers who perform a fixed routine of recurring work and have limited scope for 

personal judgement. Their work has fixed boundaries and is carried out in accordance with another person's 

decision. They perform simple work conducted with the assistance of machines. 

iii) Skilled Workers 

Skilled Workers are workers who perform responsible duties subject to their own judgement, decision-making 

and discretion. They possess thorough and detailed knowledge of their occupation and employment. They have 

the educational qualification and experience related to the said occupation and employment. 

iv) Highly Skilled Workers 

Highly Skilled Workers are workers who possess the expertise and intensive capability to discharge duties, 

supervise the duties of all workers including Skilled Workers, and are capable of effectively achieving outcomes 

— and possess special knowledge and qualifications relating to the said occupation and employment.
